¢  What organizational systems or diocesan norms need to be changed in order for us to
reach these accomplishments?

The discernment meetings are not an evaluation of the ministry of the retired Bishop of
Springfield but an opportunity for participants to reflect on the ministry of the Diocese as it has

been and what it might be in the future.
