HAPPENING EXPERIENCE: In today 's world
can Christianity penetrate the many areas of life?
Can it transform the world and keep up with the
changing times? The Happening Movement thinks
so. It proposes no new type of spirituality, but it
does provide a method through which one's
spirituality may be developed, lived, and shared in
fellowship with Christians willing to dedicate their
lives to God in an on-going manner.

INSTRUMENT OF RENEWAL: The Happening
Experience is a powerful instrument of renewal in
the Church. Its aim is to concentrate on the person
and teachings of Jesus Christ. Happening gives
those who attend a desire to understand and serve
the Church. What's more, it provides a means to
continue the Christian formation, which has just
begun in the three day program.

FORMAT OF THE PROGRAM: During the
three days (Friday evening through Sunday
afternoon) we gather for teaching, prayer,
fellowship and worship.
